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The west facade has solid as the service 
areas are located on this side. The facade 
has punctures which are covered with GFRC 

jallis.

The service cores are located in the west side.
The facade has punctures which are covered 

with GFRC jallis which enables  
cross ventillation.

The building is cladded with 
Dholpur sandstone.
